Large Scale 3D Facial Model License Agreement
Introduction 
The Large Scale Facial Model (henceforth, LFSM) contains the results of the statistical analysis of the MEIN3D database, the purpose of which is to advance the technology of facial reconstruction surgery. Great Ormond Street Hospital (GOSH) and Imperial College London (ICL) own copyright of the model, and both institutes serve as the source of the LSFM. The LSFM is now distributed to any research group approved by the managers of the model (GOSH and ICL).
Release of the LSFM
The Large Scale Facial Model will be made available to researchers on a case-by-case basis. All requests for the LSFM must be submitted in writing to both institutes (GOSH and ICL) responsible for distributing the LSFM. The requests should be submitted by a senior researcher (i.e. a Faculty member of an Academic or Research Institute not a PhD student or a postdoctoral researcher). Requests must be directed to the ICL and GOSH (david.dunaway@gosh.nhs.uk and s.zafeiriou@imperial.ac.uk). To receive access to the model, the authorized Researcher must sign this document and accept the restrictions listed below. In addition to other possible remedies, failure to observe these restrictions may result in revocation of permission to use the data. The LSFM is made available to Researcher via an Internet site (http://ibug.doc.ic.ac.uk/resources/lsfm) without any charge by the use of a username and a password.
Researcher agrees to the following restrictions on the LSFM:
1. Redistribution of the LSFM, in whole or in part, is strictly forbidden. Furthermore, the Researcher is not allowed to publish (except see point 4), copy, or disseminate the LSFM, in whole or in part, in any way or form whatsoever, whether for profit or not. This includes further distributing, copying or disseminating to a different facility or organizational unit within the Researcher's university, organization, or company. 

2. Modification and Commercial Use of the LSFM, in whole or in part, is strictly forbidden. In particular, the Researcher is not allowed to modify the LSFM or use it for commercial purposes. The license granted herein is specifically for the internal research purposes of Researcher, and Researcher shall not duplicate or use the disclosed LSFM, its contents, or any seal, logo, mark, or phrase associated with or owned by GOSH and ICL to manufacture, promote, or sell products or technologies (or portions thereof) either directly or indirectly for commercialization or any other direct for-profit purpose. 

3. Requests for the LSFM must be directed to GOSH or ICL (david.dunaway@gosh.nhs.uk and s.zafeiriou@imperial.ac.uk) and authorization, if any, will be forwarded to Researcher who will, upon receipt of an executed copy of this agreement, deliver access instructions.

5. A copy of all reports and papers that are for public or general release that use the LSFM must be forwarded immediately upon release or publication to GOSH and ICL (david.dunaway@gosh.nhs.uk & s.zafeiriou@imperial.ac.uk). 

6. Researcher agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the GOSH and ICL and its, officers, employees and agents, individually and collectively, from any and all losses, expenses, damages, demands and/or claims based upon any such injury or damage (real or alleged) and shall pay all damages, claims, judgments or expenses resulting from Researcher's use of the LSFM .
